Christ rules through his revealed truth

A disdain of faithful mediators of Christ’s headship—the expositors

When anyone deviates out of the revealed truth of God, he has declared a mutiny, overthrow, and is a rival of Christ

He is an adulterer, an abuser, and seducer of the bride

Nondoctrinal teaching attacks headship of Christ

Removes protection from false teaching

2. Subjection

a. Ephesians 1:17-22 what is important about Christ, a full-orbed view of Christ, a good Christology

b. Over all, over everything, far above, all things are in subjection under His feet, for ever

c. V22 All things in subjection, gave Him as head over all things to the church

d. Fall on your knees, you self-appointed heads of the church who lead the way you want and not the way He wants

e. Fall on your knees, you who rest on your creativity to run a church
